Novel Manufacturing Principle 
for Fabrication of Advanced 

Composite Materials 
Eugene A. Olevsky, Ph.D.; Fellow ASME 

Abstract: 
A novel technique for the fabrication of complex shape 
composite materials with functionally distributed 
properties will be presented. The technique is based on 
the electrophoretic deposition (EPD) of powders which 
allows continuous manufacturing of three-dimensional 
objects - particle-by-particle, layer-by-layer. The 
developed technological approach enables the net-shape 
production (by EPD – microwave and conventional 
sintering fabrication sequence) of functionally-graded 
components which have potential applications in thermal 
management of electronic circuitry, bio-implants’ 
manufacturing, fabrication of bulk nano-structured 
materials, etc. 
 

Biography: 

Dr. Eugene Olevsky is one of only 17 SDSU faculty 
members to carry the title of Distinguished Professor and 
the only one recognized for engineering. Prof. Olevsky 
has more than 20 years of professional experience in 
mechanical and materials engineering. Dr. Olevsky 
obtained his M.Sc in Mechanical Engineering in 1985, 
M.Sc. in Applied Mathematics in 1986, PhD in Materials 
Engineering in 1990; in 1998 he completed post-
doctorate studies at Max-Planck Institute for Metal 
Research (in Stuttgart, Germany), Catholic University of 
Leuven (Belgium), and at UC San Diego. Since 1998, 
Dr. Olevsky is a faculty member of the Mechanical 
Engineering Department of San Diego State University. 
About 200 papers and about 100 invited lectures and 
scientific presentations have resulted from his research 
activities. More than 20 graduate students have 
conducted their studies under the supervision of Dr. 
Olevsky. Prof. Olevsky is the Director of the SDSU-
UCSD Doctoral Program in Engineering Sciences, 
Director of the SDSU Powder Technology Laboratory 
(www.ptl.sdsu.edu), and an Associate Director of the 
SDSU Center of Computational Sciences. He is the 
recipient of multiple research and teaching awards 
including Albert W. Johnson Distinguished 
Professorship, Humboldt Fellowship, NSF Young 
Investigator Award, TRW Excellence in Teaching Award, 
he is the Fellow of the American Society of Mechanical 
Engineers and a Fellow of the International Institute of  
Science of Sintering.
